Currently, the Foundation supports 19 students, with 13 more joining
this fall. Scholarship letters will be mailed out this week to our trooper's
children rewarding just over $416,000 in scholarships covering 8
semesters. Over the next five years, it expects to provide over $2
million in scholarships to support troopers' dependents in their
secondary education journey.
